	PENTRE MAELOR LAND LEASED FOR COMMUNITY ORCHARD - UPDATE: The Clerk updated on a number of items regarding the site. It was noted that a site meeting will take place with Hannah Fearnell of WCBC. The bid to Keep Wales Tidy for a grant had been successful, delivery of the items is awaited. There had been an oversight on the lease in that WCBC had not informed our solicitors of an Easement that had been granted to Scottish Power for access on the roadway of the site. The Solicitor has reassured that this will not affect the Community Council’s plans for the site unduly. A discussion took place about grass cutting of the area. Clerk will enquire if WCBC can carry on with this for now.

	UPDATE CONCERNING HYDRO ALUMINIUM PROPOSALS:  The Clerk advised there had been no further communication from Hydro Aluminium, residents or National Resources Wales.  It was noted that the application has not yet been determined.
